Professor Bill Nolte was the first chancellor of 
the National Intelligence University. He reviews the 
never-ending efforts to “reform” intelligence that 
began soon after the enactment of the National Secu-
rity Act in 1947 and the consequent reorganizations 
of the Intelligence Community.

Dr. Tom Fingar was the first Deputy Director of 
National Intelligence for Analysis. Many of the ini-
tiatives for analysis began on his watch. His article 
provides a snapshot of the current state of national 
intelligence analysis, addresses the many modern 
challenges, and the rationale underlying today’s 
analytical transformation.

Dr. Edward Mickolus previously was a CIA 
recruiter. His article on popular books that have 
shaped students’ opinions of intelligence provides a 
unique perspective for teachers and instructors.
